At Perlman Camp, teens
strengthen their leadership skills and learn new ideas and tools to
implement at home. At the end of ILTC, participants will have expanded
their AZA and BBG network to include teens from around the world

and know how to build and lead a teen movement and navigate the
path towards becoming involved with BBYO Internationally.

Kallah: July 14 - August 3, 2014 // $2,950

Kallah offers a meaningful Judaic experience where teens are given the
opportunity to explore their Jewish identity and engage with spirituality,
culture and religion. Teens are introduced to the variety of ways they
can connect to Jewish life, no matter their interests. No topic is off
limits, and no opinion is taboo, when participants learn as much from
their teachers as they do from each other.

June 23 - July 2, 2014 and July 1- 21, 2014

These programs push the AZA and BBG experience beyond North
America. Teens learn about the Jewish experience in Europe and Israel
and how to create cross-cultural relationships. They form a bond with
their peers, a greater appreciation for the Jewish community and Israel
and stronger Jewish pride.
