CLTC Frequently Asked Questions

CLTC is a structured classroom program covering leadership development, BBYO chapter development, Judaism, Israel culture and history, Israeli dancing and singing.  Participants are placed in mock AZA and BBG chapters to learn how to run those chapters effectively in a creative, fun atmosphere.  They will also learn how to plan and implement programs, fundraisers and Shabbat services.  Special interests focus might include sports, dance, music, and art. Free time is scheduled each afternoon.

2.  How can I reach the camp by phone or fax? Emergency camp numbers? Only during sessions!

3. What are the accommodations of the camps?  Dorms or cabin style?


Those members that are attending a CLTC session at Beber Camp will be provided dorm style 
accommodations.  There are approximately four – six members per room, with a bathroom.

There is very little room for personal belongings.  It is suggested to bring hanging shelves to hook on to the bunk beds. 
Those members attending a CLTC session at the American Hebrew Academy will be provided 
dorm style accommodations with 2/3 people per room.  Each dorm/building has a communal 
bathroom that is accessible from both sides of the hall. 
4. Will I be able to have outgoing and incoming calls?

Cell phone use is only permitted during free time each day.  Cell phones are not to be used during CLTC programs or meals. 
5. If phones are limited how will I know when my teen arrives at camp?

We will email parents to notify them when their teens arrive at camp. If your email information has changed, have your teen update that information.
6.  Is email access available?


There will be no email access for the participants.

7.  What types of scholarship funds are available?

BBYO International offers financial aid scholarships.  The deadline for scholarship is March 1, 2010.  This financial aid scholarship is based on your family’s income and requires a copy of the first two pages of your taxes.  Community synagogues, Jewish Federation, and your BBYO regional offices may also provide scholarships when inquired. 

8. Registration includes what?

The registration fee includes housing, 3 meals per day, programs and activities, roundtrip bus transportation from airport, books, and CLTC t-shirt.

9. How can I make payments and view my invoices?

Each applicant will receive a billing statement automatically on the 15th of each month by email. Invoices can be viewed and payments can be made through you teen’s blinked account. All fees must be paid by April 30, 2010.

10.  What is the refund policy?

No Risk – Cancel before May 1, 2010 and receive a FULL refund

After May 1, 2010 – Full Refund, less $250 Registration Fee*
*If you have extenuating circumstances a full refund may be requested by contacting Sabrina at smoore@bbyo.org and filling out the required form.

A written notification of your cancellation must be sent to Sabrina Moore at smoore@bbyo.org.
11. How much money will I need?

We suggest you bring $30 per week for Canteen and/or any additional personal expenses; and for airport arrival/departure days.
12.  Will laundry service be available?

Laundry service is NOT available at either site. 
13. How many staff will be on-site?

There are 10-12 CLTC staff on site at each location, as well as several facility maintenance and management staff.

14.  Does BBYO provide transportation?

BBYO will provide a charter bus from designated airports. The designated airport for Beber Camp is Milwaukee and the designated airports for the American Hebrew Academy are Greensboro and Raleigh-Durham. Specific travel times can be found in the orientation manual. 
15.  Are visitors allowed?

No visitors are allowed to our programs.
16.  If we are attending multiple programs do we need to fill out separate enrollment forms?

That is not necessary.  One form can be used for all programs. A photo of your teen must be stapled to the CLTC questionnaire and mailed to the International office. Make copies of all forms that need to be mailed.
17.  Handling of Healthcare at camp?

It is important that all medical information is included on the medical forms. Participants should continue their medications at CLTC.  This program is highly structured and in a classroom setting much of the time.

For the safety of the participants, no medications are permitted in the sleeping rooms.  

Participants are allowed to keep their inhalers with them. In the event it becomes necessary to seek the service of an outside doctor or hospital, parents will be notified immediately.  However, parents are required to sign a medical release form so that emergency treatment can be rendered when parents are unable to be reached.  Cost of medical services by camp personnel (Wisconsin and Greensboro) are covered by registration fees. Service provided outside of camp will be charged to the participant’s family medical plan.  BBYO carries a $50 deductible limited accident insurance policy for each participant (which is in addition to, not a substitute for the family medical insurance.)

18.  Can I bring a musical instrument?

Musical instruments are welcome and encouraged at our program!

19.  What should I pack?


Space is limited – only one suitcase is permitted (LABEL EVERYTHING)
Warm and cold weather clothing for two weeks (layering is best), jeans, sweats, tennis shoes, swimwear, sleepwear, t-shirts, shorts, socks, underwear, raingear, flashlight, kipah, Shabbat appropriate clothing for Friday night (girls: skirt or dress -no short skirts; and midriff must be  covered, boys: khakis pants and a collared shirt, no jeans) . The weather at the American Hebrew Academy is hot and muggy but all of the buildings are air conditioned and can be cold. Weather at Beber Camp ranges from hot to rainy and cold. White crew neck tee shirt, short sleeve, no pocket (for creating a chapter shirt).
Toiletries - toothbrush, toothpaste, soap, shampoo, deodorant, razors, Kleenex, eye care products, bug repellent, bath-size towels, washcloths, water bottle with name clearly printed 
BRING A SLEEPING BAG, PILLOW AND 2-3 TOWELS. If you bring linen to NC, beds take twin XL sheets.

Optional - batteries, hair dryer, camera/film, musical instruments, sunglasses.
Do not bring expensive items or large sums of money.  Valuables will be checked upon arrival and locked up until needed.

Are there outside activities?
During free time each day, participants typically plan impromptu football, basketball and frisbee games.  At times, programs may include relays, obstacle courses and color war competitions. Beber has an outdoor pool – AHA has indoor pool and tennis courts. Pool times are periodically scheduled throughout the session.

Who can attend CLTC?

The CLTC program is designed to develop the skills of newer members – specifically teens who have completed their freshmen/sophomore year in school or 1 year of BBYO.

What forms do I need to submit to complete my CLTC application? Where can I find them?

Forms that must be completed on line: travel information, parent release, teen release, 

Forms that must be completed and sent to Sabrina Moore at the National office: Medical Form with Dr’s signature, Medical Authorization form, the Participant Intake questionnaire and AHA only  consent to treat form. These forms are all on the teen blinked site and on bbyo.org

Are birthday’s recognized at camp?

Yes birthdays are celebrated at camp. DO NOT send cake or other food items they will be taken. If you want to send a gift we will hold it until the actually date of the Birthday.
