INTERNATIONAL CONVENTION 2010: FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS

1. When does IC registration open?

IC registration goes live on October 19th, 8pm EST (7pm Central, 6pm Mountain and 5pm PCT)

3. How much does IC cost?
The cost of IC this year will be $765 US dollars. A $250 deposit is required at the time of registration.
4. Is there scholarship available?
We have made scholarship available this year for all IC participants. Scholarships are need based. You can obtain more information about scholarships from the DC Office by contacting Sabrina Moore at smoore@bbyo.org. However, make sure that you inquire with your regional office to see of they offer scholarship as well!

5. What airport should my child fly into?

Participants should fly into DFW and Lovefield International Airport. BBYO will be providing transportation from the airport to the hotel.
6. What time does my child need to land in Texas?
Please let your teens know they need to arrive in Texas at DFW airport by 3:00pm and Lovefield airport no later then 2:30pm buses will leave at 3:30pm.
Note: Hotel check in – if you book your flight and arrive in the morning or early afternoon please note that hotel  check in and registration will not begin until after 4pm.
7. What time can we book their departing flights?
Departure flights out of DFW can be booked after 11am and out of Lovefield after 12:30pm. 

8. What if we live in the vicinity of the hotel? Will there be buses available?
The Lonestar region will be providing bus transportation, otherwise check with your local regional office.
9. Why is my child being told that they are not able to register for IC? It says it is closed, but it just opened, I do not understand.

A. It’s possible that your son or daughter may not have renewed their dues for this programming year (IC is a members only program) – if this is the case, make sure they contact their regional office and send them in ASAP.

B. If a member has more than one profile on B-linked they will not be able to register for convention. (If this is the case, please contact your son or daughter’s regional office with your child’s name and the name on the b-linked account, and the account number if it is known).

10. Can I just sign up my child on my own?

Yes, BBYO now has a parent portal that allows you to register your teen for International as well as local events, just go to the website www.bbyo.org  and click on the parent portal. Remember when registering your teen the parent and teen must have a unique email.
11. What forms are me and my child responsible for filling out?

All of the forms that need to be turned in are attached to the registration process. If your child went to a program this past summer, they will still need to fill out the medical form and release form for this year. BBYO needs new forms from members each calendar year.
