PACKING GUIDELINES
PLEASE do not bring valuables to Convention (iPods, laptops, jewelry).  BBYO cannot be responsible for loss of any personal items during IC.  BBYO will hold any essential valuables (such as Passports), upon request.
PLEASE pack in one suitcase only, which helps speed-up transportation to and from the airport and hotel.

PLEASE bring only a limited amount of cash – enough for your incidentals during travel and for any purchases during the shuk (BBYO marketplace of regional spirit items).   
PLEASE bring a copy of your health insurance card and policy number in the event of an emergency. 

PLEASE bring a sufficient supply of any prescription medications, and check them with the Convention nurse.  Bring an EpiPen, if necessary.

The weather in Texas in February is typically cold, but we can also see  some days of weather in the 40s, so please dress warmly, and in layers.  (Note: the there will be opportunities to be outside, so PLEASE bring a warm jacket.)
Dress is comfortable during Convention – jeans, t-shirts and polos – but business casual during Shabbat and for States.  Many teens will wear business suits with ties during States, but the dress code for States is business casual.  PLEASE, no shorts, and no clothing with vulgar or profane messages.  PLEASE use discretion in deciding what to wear/pack. If you are wearing any clothing that is not in line with the code of conduct, we will ask you to change.
PLEASE do not bring any home appliances (including toaster, iron, or blender) as they will be confiscated.
